Key Ruestions and Facts

The fire of London started in a bakery in Pudding Lane on 2nd September 1666.

It hadn’t rained for months so the city was very dry. In 1666, lots of people had houses made from wood which
burns easily. Houses were built too close together and there was no organised fire brigade.

They used leather buckets and squirts filled with water, axes, fire-hooks and gunpowder to make fire-breaks.

The fire burned for 4 days. As the wind died down and changed direction the fire became under control and was
finally put out.

6 people died as a result of the fire. Thomas Farriner’s maid was the first person to die because she was too scared
to jump from the burning building.

13,200 houses were destroyed by the fire and 70,000 people were left homeless. Many left London to live
elsewhere and some slept in tents.
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It took nearly fifty years to rebuild the burnt area of the city, with 85 churches including St
Paul’s Cathedral destroyed.

Parliament enforced new guidelines for the rebuilding of the city, including wider roads and
the construction of houses from brick and stone rather than timber.

The task of rebuilding the city was given to a committee, including Sir Christopher Wren, who
designed the new St Paul’s Cathedral and The Monument — built to commemorate the Great
Fire of London and to celebrate the rebuilding of the City.
